Governor Indrasena
Reddy Nallu has called for imparting
education to students in their mother tongue.
He remarked that, in our relentless pursuit of
the English language, we are forgetting our
own mother tongue—a trend that is neither
right nor proper. On Tuesday, Governor
Indrasena Reddy Nallu inaugurated a two-
day national seminar titled "NEP 2020-
Translating Education Policy into Reality with
the Aim of Building a Knowledge-Based
Economy" at the Maharaja Bir Bikram
Centenary Building of Tripura Central
University.
