Consequently
lush, green vegetation will be transformed into
arid deserts. This has already happened in the
south-eastern portion of Rajasthan. Central
AMURT Secretary said in his concluding
remarks, today human beings have to be very
cautious and restrained in this regard. Under
no circumstances can reckless deforestation
be permitted to continue. We must not forget
even for a moment that the seed of destruction
of the human race lies in the wanton
destruction of forests. No more deforestation
should be allowed.
