Our
portable system can tap into lycal water sources to address
these challenges." .

The device adheres to BIS/WHO standards for drinking

‘| water and is highly portable_ fitting into backpacks or

suitcases. It features real-time water quality sensing
capability.
It is pertinent to mention here that, the device produces
clean water at an incredibly low cost of Rs 0.37 per liter.
Nath highlighted the technology's adaptability, explaining,
"Different water sources require specific treatment
technologies. Our device features smart sensors and an
inbuilt design to determine the appropriate treatment. It also
employs a self-backwash technique, ensuring consistent
efficiency and effective membrane filter maintenance."
The device includes an internal battery that can power an
LED bulb overnight and charge mobile devices. Equipped
with foldable solar panels, it operates on domestic power,
solar energy, or its rechargeable internal batteries. The
system can yield up to 10 liters of pure water, illuminate a
5W LED bulb for 5 hougs, or charge a mobile phone. While
primarily designed for military and rescue operations, it's
also suitable for domestic use and exploratory ventures.
