Agartala: Dec 16, Union minister of

state for Education Dr Rajkumar Ranjan
Singh today highlighted the imperative
need for an in-depth examination into the
cultural affinitics binding the erstwhile
princely states of Tripura and Manipur.
In a noteworthy proclamation at the
12th convocation program of Tripura
Central University today, MoS Dr
Singh emphasized the extended
residency of a substantial Manipuri
populace in Tripura, underscoring the
importance of initiatives to advance the
Manipuri language within the state,
Asserting his personal connection as

a scion of the former ruling dynasty of
Manipur, Singh proposed the notion of

a collaborative cultural study
encompassing the traditions and
heritage of both princely states. He
recommended that the responsibility for
such a task could be jointly shouldered
by Tripura Central University and
Manipur University, invoking the
historical matrimonial and cultural bonds
shared between the two regions

Dr Singh reiterated the historical ties,

stating, "The two former princely states
had matrimonial relations and cultural
ties." He emphasized the necessity to
proactively promote the Manipuri
language, advocating for a multilingual

educational approach 1o enable
students to leam two or three languages
Highlighting the achievements of

Iripura Central University, Dr Singh
commended the institution as one of
the few in the Northeast to implement
the National Education Policy (NEP)
2020. He pointed out that the university
gamnered the second-highest number
of applications for undergraduate and

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postgraduate courses in the
past two academic years.
Singh attributed the success
of NEP 2020 to the visionary
leadership of Prime Minister
Narendra Modi, asserting its
alignment with Indian ethos
to ensure equitable and
high-quality education.
