a) He/She must obtain a minimum of 60% marks in the subject to be considered as
core subject of his / her choice,

and
b) Provided that in the particular subject required numbers of seats are available.

The Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor has informed about his willingness to help out the
students in carrying out their project work (1 Sem.) with the assistance from some of

the faculty members.
It was also decided that one teacher from each department will be in charge of the

IMD related matter of the respective department.
The members expressed their opinion that remuneration to the Guest Teachers to be

given in time.
It was also discussed that the language subjects viz. Hindi, Bengali & English also to

be considered as elective subjects.
