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From the Desk of Vice-Chancellor

Tripura University (A Central University) continued its journey towards excellence in the academic year
2013-14. Some of the important events and facts are highlighted below:

>

For the first time Tripura University has been ranked 43™ amongst the comprehensive Indian
Universities and 4th amongst the Universities of Eastern Region of India as per University ranking
survey of ‘India Today-Nielson’ in 2014.

The Ministry of Human Resources, Government of India has constituted the First Court of Tripura
University as per the Section 47(c) of the Tripura University Act 2006. The Court consists of thirty-
one eminent persons of India.

Five new academic departments have been sanctioned by the UGC namely, (a) Linguistics and Tribal
Languages, (b) Library and Information Sciences, (c) Electronics Communications, (d) Chemical
Engineering & Rubber Technology and (e) Material Science. Also a new School of Education has
been given to the University for enhancing the teacher training activities for the state and
surrounding regions. Studies in these Departments will begin from new academic year 2015-16.

Boards of studies have been newly formed for all the academic departments offering
undergraduate and post-graduate studies for development of new curriculum and administering a
multi-plethora of academic activities. Boards of studies of health and technology related
professional degree will be formed soon for better administration of all professional degrees
offered in the University and its affiliated colleges.

Almost thirty one thousand e-books on Sciences, Humanities, Commerce, Economics,
Management, Engineering and Information Technology have been added to the Central Library of
the University. These books are the latest editions of research monographs and textbooks written
by global experts and published by top ten International Publishers.

The University started the online admission process for all the courses offered in the University.
From 2013 admission is done through the Entrance Examinations for all the programmes and the
instructions on application and examination have been incorporated in the prospectus for
admission.

Tripura University has taken initiative to introduce semester based curriculum in all its affiliated-
colleges for various 3-year bachelor degree programmes. The new curricula will be in CBCS (Choice
Based Credit System) format and will include all elements of employability training through
teaching of communication and computer skills and group projects introduced by various Boards
of Undergraduate Studies.



» Ph.D. programmes were introduced in almost all the PG departments of the University started in
the 11" Plan period. Several college teachers were able to join in 2013 for their Ph.D. coursework
studies. The rules and regulations for Ph.D. has been thoroughly revised and updated as per UGC
Regulations. There are now 318 Ph.D. scholars enrolled in the 33 PG departments.

> A Student Festival, Udbhaas 13 was celebrated in 2013 after a hiatus of several years. Several
famous music groups visited the campus and enthralled the University community with their
performances. The Students of the Fine Arts not only showcased their creations in a week-long
exhibition in the University campus but also in the State Museum at Agartala.

More students were recruited through the arrangements of Campus Placement Office than in the
previous years.

» Modernization of the Distance Education programme has been undertaken after several years. The
Distance Education programme was established in 1996 and offers BA, B.Ed, MA in Bengali, Political
Science and Education and Diploma in Human Rights to people living in Tripura.

»> Selection committees for several vacant faculty and staff posts have recruited new officers and
guest faculties to the campus of Tripura University. Many promotions have taken place.

»> Cleaning services in the University have been outsourced. Beautification of the campuses and
modernization of various facilities have been started. Medical Centre has been refurbished. The
Engineering Cell has been revamped. The Guest House has been upgraded. A center for Judo
training was established for students. A Women’s Association for students, faculty, staff and faculty
wives has been established. New buildings that were under construction over the last few years are
becoming available reducing the acute shortage of space in campus. Efforts on introduction of
digital classrooms, online learning and e-governance are under full swing in this University.

» The Departments of the University are engaged in a continuous process of academic upgradation
through regular seminars, symposia, conferences, workshops, research projects and the like. The
academic ambience in the University is flourishing rapidly.

The long list above is a partial glimpse of the efforts that the University has undertaken in 2013-14. The
University is looking forward with great enthusiasm for further developments in the domains of academic,

cultural and social outreach activities and in its administration in 2014-15.

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BRIEF PROFILE OF THE UNIVERSITY

Tripura University was established on 2n« October, 1987 as a State University and it was converted into a Central Univer-
sity on 2ne July, 2007 under an Act of the Parliament to establish and incorporate a teaching and affiliating university in the
state of Tripura. The University aims at disseminating and advancing knowledge by providing instructional and research
facilities in all branches of learning. The knowledge acquired would in turn lead to improvement of the social and
economic conditions and for the overall welfare of the people of the state. After its upgradation to central status Tripura
University has developed considerably and efforts were taken to strengthen the infrastructural facilities in the academic
arena vis-a-vis the overall development of the University.

¢ During the year 2013-2014 there are 34 Departments including 3 Centres offering 42 Courses in the Univer-
sity. The total enrolment of students strength in the academic year is 2490, Male-1246, Female-1244. Under
the Directorate of Distance Education, students’ enrolment during the year 2013-2014 is 8739; Male- 4399,
Female- 4340.

e Number of Affiliated Colleges is 48. General Degree Colleges-23, Professional Colleges-18, Paramedical and
Nursing Colleges-5 and Medical Colleges-2. The total student enrolment in the Affiliated Colleges increased to
40669 from 38114.

e There are 268 sanctioned posts of regular Teaching staff and 245 sanctioned posts of regular non-teaching
staff including officers. About 60 guest and contract faculty members were hired. More than 50 eminent
scholars lectured in the University as Visiting Professors and Fellows.

¢ In the academic year 2013-14, 25 Research Scholars have been awarded Ph.D. Degree of which 17 are from
the Faculty of Science and 8 are from the Faculty of Arts & Commerce. There are 318 Ph.D. registered scholars
doing research works in various subjects.

¢ In the academic year 2013-14, a total of 101 students qualified in NET/SET examinations. Out of which 58
students qualified in NET and 43 students qualified in SET.

e Number of Publications by the Faculty Members in Peer-Reviewed International Journals or Books is 132 and
that in Peer-Reviewed National Journals or Books is 171.

e Number of ongoing Research Projects in the University sponsored by various funding agencies is 64 with a
total fund of Rs.16,09,48,100.

e The number of Seminar/Workshop/Conference organized by the Departments including various Centres and
Directorate of Distance Education is 39. Out of these 7 are National Seminars and there was one International
Conference.

e Total number of books available in the Central Library is 122242 in various disciplines. Tripura University is
also one of the member institutions in the UGC- INFONET e-journals Consortium. It also provides online access
to 30907 e-Books, 8000 e-Journals and 10 databases from 22 publishers. The Central Library also provides CD
based service.

e During the financial year 2013-2014, total receipt of the University including Plan and Non-plan Grants is
Rs.42,05,68,065 and the total expenditure incurred by the University is Rs.35,36,39,741.

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UNIVERSITY LIBRARY

BACKGROUND : The Library of Tripura University was first established at Agartala during the year 1976 while it was
functioning as a Post Graduate Centre of Calcutta University, in a CUPG Centre. The Calcutta University Post Graduate
Centre converted into a full fledged University named Tripura University by virtue of an enactment in the Tripura
Legislative Assembly & started functioning as Tripura University on & from 2n October, 1987. The library was shifted
to Suryamaninagar in the year 2000 A.D. & was accommodated in the ground floor of the old administrative building,
Tripura University. Subsequently, the library shifted to its present own 3 storied building having 5415 sq.m total area
and continued functioning from the middle of June 2005. In the ground floor having 14 rooms, in the first floor having
11 rooms and in the third floor having 11 rooms, the Central Library building is the most spacious library building in the
state. The Tripura University converted into Central University on & from 2nq July, 2007.The library holds rich collections
of books, monographs, reference works, serials, maps, theses and dissertations and back volumes of periodicals.

2. WORKING PATTERN - TIMINGS, HOLIDAYS: The working hours of the Central Library is from 9.30 A.M. to 6 P.M.
on all week days & 10 A.M. to 4 P.M. on all Sunday & Saturday except national & other University holidays.

3. USERS: The eligible users of the library are faculty, officers, all academic & non-academic staff, regular students,
project fellow & project assistant, full time research scholars getting stipend from the University, guest faculty.

Short time permission to use the library resources to other Universities/college faculty, research scholars and students
for few days at the discretion of the Librarian is also considered.

The total library membership for the year 2013 —14 is 4802 which is comprising of 4100 students, 200 research scholars,
142 permanent faculty 250 non-teaching staff including officers, 110 Guest Lecturer.

On an average around 415 readers visit the library every day.

4. LIBRARY SPACE AREA: Library area is 5415 sg.m.

4.1 LAY OUT OF THE LIBRARY

A Ground floor : Reception/Information counter, lounge, Circulation section i.e. issue/return & renewal of books,
Reprography Section, Library Office, Technical Section, Membership Section, Binding section, Teacher’s study corner,
General Reading Room -cum-stack room, Computer lab with limited provision of Internet facility, store room &
Assistant Librarian, Deputy Librarian &Librarian’s room.

B First Floor : Reference Section, Journal Section(old & new) ,Women’s study corner, Daily Newspapers & Magazines
Reading Corner,, Theses Corner, Tripura Corner, Text Book Corner, NET , SLET & other competitive examinations
Reading corner, Special collection reading corner - all the services are provided in one big room. There is also available
one 50 seat capacity Conference Hall with AC facility. Other rooms are occupied by other branches/ sections of the
university.

C Second Floor: One seminar-cum-conference-cum - exhibition hall with a 200 seating capacity.
4.2. Location of different service point:

A. Reception counter & waiting lounge: At the entrance of the library there is a reception/information counter & a
waiting place/lounge. There is a staff throughout present at the counter to monitor the entry & exit of users inside the
library. The identity card system is being followed for entering inside the library. The waiting lounge is used by the users
for taking rest & study purposes according to their needs before entering library. Every user is expected to show his/her
membership card every time to the janitor on duty at the reception counter. At the time of entering inside the library,
the user should enter his/her name and address/designation with time in the Register kept at the entrance.

B. Reading hall & circulation counter: There are two separate reading hall, one in ground floor & another in first
floor with a reading capacity of 125 readers each i.e. total 250. We are following fully open access system since we are
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living in the “Right to information age”. The books available for issue & consultation are displayed on open shelf. The
new additions books are displayed separately on an open shelf & other displayed stand inside the entrance of the
General reading -cum -stack room in the ground floor & marked as “New arrival”. Before entering the General Reading -
Cum-Stack room in the ground floor on the left side there is a circulation counter where issue/return and renewal of
books work is done by the concerned staff posted at the book counter. Books from issue section are issued on
membership cards between 9.30 A.M. to 5.30 P.M. on all working days of the library except university holidays.

5.2. PRINT RESOURCES: The library possesses a number of 122242 books to cater the needs of the 40 subjects and
disciplines. 6640 books were added during the year 2013-14.

7. READER’S SERVICE:

7.1. Daily Newspapers & Popular Magazines: Library has subscribed 18 Newspapers and 7 popular Magazines for
the year 2013 -14. During the year 79132 books are circulated i.e. issue/ return and renewal. Every year, the newly
admitted students are acquainted with the library resources and rules & regulations of the library by the library
authority.

7.2. REPROGRAPHY SERVICE: Presently, there are 03 photocopies machines in Reprography section to meet the
needs of the users. During the year, about 9975 users utilized this facility. Actually, only few pages from the books &
journals are allowed for photocopying keeping in mind the Copyright Act.. Full books or Journals are not allowed. Any
photocopied materials should be shown to the Janitor on duty before taken out of the Library. Lamination & Spiral
binding services are also available in this section on demand basis.

7.3. COMPUTER LAB & INTERNET FACILITY: There is a computer lab in which 12 computers installed with internet
browsing facility for the members of the library free of cost for their academic & research work purposes

7.4. CD BASED SERVICE: The library provides limited Book CDs based service which is supplied by the vendors along
with book.

8. FACILITIES: The following facilities are available in the Central Library:

INFONENT e-Journals Consortium. Through UGC-INFONENT e-Journals consortium, the library provides online access to
8000 on line e-Journals and 10 databases which covers 22 publishers in the field of science, arts, commerce, social
sciences, etc. These e-Journals & database can be accessed from all departments over a campus wide network. It may
be mentioned here that Tripura University was ranked 90 among the Indian Universities in respect of usage of
e-journals & database under UGC-INFONENT programme for the year 2013.

COMPUTER CENTRE

A Computer Centre was established in 1992 to facilitate a common computerizational resource centre for the academic
programmes as well as for maintenance of the other computing resources in the Tripura University. Over the years the
University grew substantially in terms of departments and academic programmes as well as in infrastructure. The
Computer Centre has implemented a campus LAN with optical fiber backbone connecting the academic as well as
administrative departments spread over the University campus. Internet connectivity is provided throughout the
campus. The Computer Centre maintains about 40 PCs and one Central Server room. It also coordinates other comput-
ing works like students registration, result publication work. It also conducts workshop on computers and Information
Technology. In the Computer Centre practical classes are held for some of the departments. Recently Computer Centre
conducted workshop on use of Information Technology for teachers and staff. Computer Centre conducted training for
staff of Library and other administrative offices. This year computer Centre introduced internet facilities through
secured Wifi system for teachers, staff and students.
