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About Tripura University 

 

Tripura University took off as a State University on 2 October 1987 and was converted into a 

Central University on 2
 
July 2007 under an Act of Parliament to establish a teaching and affiliating 

university in the state of Tripura and to provide for matters connected therewith or incidental 

thereto. The kings of Tripura, since 1947 onwards, guided by a zeal for education and inspired by a 

vision to excel, established many colleges in this green hilly state affiliating them to Calcutta 

University. But the geographic distance from the University of Calcutta being a formidable 

deterrent, it was virtually impossible on the part of a large number of poor students of Tripura to 

continue further studies after graduation since postgraduate education within Tripura was not yet 

initiated. The political history of Tripura since 1960s, replete with student movements, had 

consistently harped on the demand for expansion of opportunities for higher education and setting 

up of Tripura's own university. As a consequence, the Calcutta University authority agreed to offer 

post-graduate classes in History, Mathematics, and Economics at the MBB College campus and the 

University Grants Commission (UGC) formally recognized the Calcutta University Post Graduate 

Centre (CUPGC) in 1976. But the dream for a full-fledged University within the state was yet to be 

fulfilled and student movements gradually gathered momentum for a separate university for the 

higher education of its students.  For a decade, the CUPGC with all its limitations functioned as the 

highest centre of learning in the state, operating from various scattered old government buildings at 

College Tilla, Agartala. In spite of severe financial constraints, land for a new campus was selected 

by the state government for the CUPGC in a green 75-acre, semi-urban setting on the National 

Highway at Suryamaninagar, about 9 kms south of the capital city Agartala. With the aim of setting 

up a full-fledged University at that location in near future, the foundation-stone was laid at 

Suryamaninagar campus on 18
th

December, 1985 by Dasaratha Deb, the legendary leader of the 

historic Janasiksha (People's Education) movement and the-then Deputy Chief Minister and 

Education Minister of Tripura. Taking into consideration the long-cherished demands of the 

student-community and the growing aspirations of the people at large and also acknowledging the 

present and future needs of education in the state, the State Government took the initiative to pass 

the Tripura University Act in the Assembly in 1987 and finally the first University in the state came 

into being. This was indeed a dream come true. After its up-gradation to a Central University, the 

overall development of Tripura University has been conspicuous by all round efforts undertaken to 

strengthen the infrastructural facilities and academic acumen. 

 

Tripura University is accredited by NAAC in Grade B with CGPA of 2.63 on four-point scale. The 

University has also obtained recognition from AICTE, NCTE and similar other apex bodies for 

offering academic courses.  

 

At present the number of colleges affiliated to the university is 49, consisting 25 general degree 

colleges, and 24 professional colleges.  

 

The University offered 50 different courses under its Science, Arts and Commerce Faculty, during 

the academic year 2017-18 out of which 40 courses of Post Graduate Level (Botany, Forestry & 

Biodiversity, Human Physiology, Microbiology, Molecular Biology & Bioinformatics, Pharmacy, 

Zoology, Chemistry, Geography and Disaster Management, Mathematics, Physics, Statistics 

Computer Science & Engineering, Electrical Engineering, Information Technology, Electronics & 

Communication Engineering, Material Science & Engineering, Chemical and Polymer Engineering, 

Library and Information Science, History, Journalism and Mass Communication, Philosophy, 

Political Science, Psychology, Sociology, Bengali, English, Fine Arts, Hindi, Kokborok, Music, 

Sanskrit, Linguistics & Tribal Languages,  Business Management, Commerce,  Economics, Law,  

Rural Studies, Education and Physical Education), 2 courses of Degree Level (B. Voc. in Film & 
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Video Production and BVoc in Rubber Technology), 7 Diploma Level Courses (Bamboo 

Cultivation & Resource Utilization, Tribal Language, Women’s Studies, Finance & Taxation, 

Tribal & Ethnic Studies, PGDT (H) and Library & Information Science) and a five years Integrated 

Master’s Degree were  offered . In addition to these, PhD programs were also offered in 39 

subjects. 

 

Location, Climate and Connectivity 

Located in the green picturesque state of Tripura, whose undulating topography comprises of low 

lying hills shrouded with dense vegetation cover and interspersed with meandering rivers, rivulets 

and streams, the sprawling green campus of the university is an eye-catcher. Situated in West 

Tripura District about 9 km away from the City of Agartala and 24 km from Agartala Airport 

(Singerbill Airport), Tripura University is easily accessible by road. 

 

The state is well connected with Guwahati, Silchar and Shillong by road. A daily bus service from 

Kolkata to Agartala through Bangladesh has also taken off, for which a transit visa is needed. 

Agartala is also directly connected to Guwahati, Kolkata and other North-eastern cities and with 

other metros via Guwahati or Kolkata by air route. The earlier meter gauge railway line connecting 

Agartala to Lumding and Guwahati has been upgraded to broad gauge. Of late Rajdhani Express 

has also been introduced connecting Tripura to New Delhi and the rest of India. The average 

temperature of Agartala in summer is about 30
0
C and in winter, about15

0
C. 

 

Facilities and Services 

University Library: 

The Calcutta University Post Graduate Center (CUPGC), Agartala, Tripura was converted into the 

Tripura University (State) on 2
nd

 October, 1987 and was awarded the status of Central University 

on 2
nd

 July, 2007. The main library is situated at the center of the campus and is easily accessible. 

The library is constructed in three floors with the total space size 5415 sq.mts. At present, it is 

utilizing 2715 sq.mts for its regular operations. Total seating capacity of the Library is 250. The 

library has well equipped Online and Audio Video browsing Center in the first floor where people 

can access the internet and library subscribed online resources. They can also access CD/DVDs of 

the library. The library is opened on all the days except National and Other University holidays. On 

the week days it remains open from 9:30 AM to 8:00PM, and on Saturday and Sunday the working 

period is from 11:00AM to 4:00PM. The library has well qualified staff which includes Library 

Professionals, Information Scientist and office staff. 

 

The library has wide range of collections which includes print books, print Journals, CD/DVDs, 

Thesis/Dissertation, reports, newspapers, e-journals and e-books into it. The users of the library are 

having access to more than 30,000 e-books, more than 8000 e-journals provided through e-

shodhsindu and at least 10 e-databases covering financial statistics, Government reports, Company 

profiles, Abstracts and metadata of more than one lakh e-books. The library has special collection 

on Tripura and North-East culture. It is also having good collections on few eminent personalities 

like Swami Vivekananda, Rabindranath Tagore, Subhas Chandra Bose and Sardar Vallabhbhai 

Patel.  

 

The library building is supporting the green initiative by providing solar lighting. It has well-

equipped conference and exhibition hall. The whole building is Wi-Fi enabled. The basic facilites 

like Air-conditioner, rest rooms and drinking water facility are provided in each floor.  

 

The Central Library, Tripura University strictly follows the copyright and anti-plagiarism policies. 

It offers the users free plagiarism check services. Apart from this, the library also offers the 
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Reference Service, Lending Service, Document Delivery Service, Reprographic Service, News 

Paper Clipping Service, and New Arrival Alert Services to its users. 

 

The Library has two branch libraries to cater to the needs of specialized requirements of the users. 

One library located at the School of Management Building within Tripura University campus and 

the other library is located at City Center, Gandhighat, Agartala to meet the needs of the students of 

the NET coaching center.  

 

The Library conduts three kinds of user orientation program, the first is General Awareness 

Program which is conducted every Thursday inside the library. Anyone can attend this program. 

The second one is subject/department specific program which is conducted on demand from the 

departments. The third one focusing on research is conducted in collaboration with some external 

agency or institute.  

 

Computing Facilities: 

Tripura University takes proper measures to provide all possible computing facilities to the 

students, scholars and faculty. There are 5 general computer centres and 9 departmental computer 

centres with approximately 400 desktop computers. The computer centres are made accessible to 

the students, research scholars and faculty during the University working hours for optimal 

utilization. Lab classes of Computer Skill-I and II are conducted in the above computer centers. For 

better access internet facility is available in all departments, centres, offices, hostels and staff 

quarters 24x7. Wi-Fi facility has also been made available for mobile phones and laptops  in the 

central library, Guest house and all the departments. To work at times of power-cut, high capacity 

central UPSs are installed in most of the departments and offices for providing back-up during 

power failures. 

 

Central Instrumentation Centre: 

Tripura University has a Central Instrumentation Centre to facilitate the Researchers of this 

University as well as Researchers from other Universities and Institutions of North-East. While 

using this centre the Researchers from outside Tripura University may be provided with 

accommodation in the Tripura University Guest House.

Hostel Accommodation: 

Fully computerized internet enabled hostel facilities are provided generally to students from outside 

the state/country, remote parts of the region and economically backward classes. Presently, there 

are two hostels for women and gents with 90 and 80 seat capacities respectively. Two more hostel 

buildings with about 50 seats capacity are available for research scholars on the campus. Common 

Rooms with various recreational facilities and reading rooms equipped with reading materials and 

magazines, news papers, T.V. etc. are also available in both the hostels. The hostel mess serves 

food to the boarders according to a prefixed menu determined by the boarders themselves. 

 

Health Services: 

Tripura University has its own Health Centre with two full time doctors (Male and Female), two 

nurses, a medical laboratory attendant and a female attendant to serve students, teachers, 

employees, officers, guests and their family members. A separate building has been allotted for this 

purpose where some beds with saline and oxygen facilities are available. Further, the University 

possesses an Ambulance with basic facilities in case of emergency to transfer patients to nearby 

hospitals. 

 
Bank and Post Offices: 

The university caters adequately to the requirements of the students, scholars and faculty with in-

campus SBI branch and Post office during university hours. There are also two ATMs in the 

university campus. 

 

Games & Sports: 

The Sports Board of Tripura University came into existence in 2007. Every year various games & 

sports are conducted by Tripura University Sports Board.  Every Year Annual Sports Day is 

organized for which various outdoor sports as well as football, volleyball, Kabaddi and cricket 

competitions etc and Indoor games are also organized by the board, such as Table Tennis, Carom 

and chess etc. Every year the sports board organizes Inter College Tournaments in various events as 

well as football, cricket, volleyball, Judo, Table Tennis and athletics among the different affiliated 

colleges under Tripura University and participates in East Zone/ All India Inter University 

competitions with university contingent.  

 

Placement Cell: 
 

The Tripura University Placement Cell was established on 27.10.2005. The Placement Cell of 

Tripura University plays a vital role and is gradually becoming a key cell of the Tripura University. 

The competition for employment is increasing every day and the task of placement is becoming a 

challenging one. The Placement Cell ensures and takes care to provide the best arrangements and 

hospitality for the visiting company officials and facilitates campus recruitment drives. It is relevant 

to mention here that the alumni of Tripura University occupy top positions in business, industry, 

R&D and academics in India and abroad and serve as the brand ambassadors of the alma mater.  
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The Placement Cell performs the following activities round the year:  
 

1. Organizing various development activities that help in personality grooming of the students and 

provides them platforms to express them selves and enhance their soft skills. 

2.  Arranging winter/summer training for students.

Canteen: 

Tripura University has a central canteen that offers various food items at a moderate rate, ranging 

from heavy lunch to light snacks and beverages. The Canteen is located at the ground floor of the 

sports building situated at the middle of the University campus and has a seating capacity of around 

100 students at a time. The Canteen also has a separate seating arrangement for the academic staff 

with an approximate capacity of 30. The University canteen is open from 8 am to 10 pm on all days 

except University holidays. There are also canteens in Academic (building) XI and in the main 

administrative building.  

 

NET Coaching Centre: 

 

With its launch in 2006, this Centre targeted to increase social capital in higher education from 

among the disadvantaged groups such as SC, ST, OBC (Non-Creamy) and the Minority. In Tripura 

the percentage of NET qualified candidates was very poor from these groups. Having had 

counselling/coaching from this Centre a considerable number of candidates have been successful in 

clearing NET in various subjects and many of them are now teaching in different colleges and 

universities. The Centre has implemented UGC prescribed syllabus on various subjects from both 

science and humanities. As per the UGC notifications courses were revised from time to time. In 

every session we offer over 3000+ Practice Questions with Solutions by Highly Experienced and 

NET Qualified Faculties.  Result oriented study material is also provided covering PAPER I, II & 

III respectively. 

 

NSS UNIT: 

NSS assists society by generating awareness and executing service approach. NSS Volunteers are 

stimulated to make changes through extension that result in more efficient production and 

marketing, conservation of natural resources, improved livelihood security, health, and more 

satisfying family and community life. Extension work is at the lowest in hierarchy, but extremely 

broad based in usage. It is also extremely location specific and usually susceptible to outside 

criticism. Extension work is to help people understand themselves. 

 

The overall objective of NSS is to offer an extension of the academic activity of students and orient 

the student youth to community service. The educated youth who are expected to take the reins of 

administration in future are found to be unaware of the problems of the village / slum community 
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and in certain cases are indifferent towards their needs and problems. Therefore, it is necessary to 

imbibe the social conscience of the students, and to provide them an opportunity to work with the 

people in the villages and slums.  

 

Equal Opportunity Cell (EOC): 

Tripura University established an Equal Opportunity Cell on 3
rd

March 2010 to address issues 

related to SC/ST, the OBC (non-creamy layer), minorities and the physically challenged on a 

regular basis. The broad objective of the Cell is to provide the students belonging to any of the 

categories sufficient support so that they can successfully lead their lives. Specifically, the Cell 

provides support through various coaching schemes to enhance employability, language skills, 

social capability skills and various other skills to empower students from the disadvantaged groups. 

Further, the Cell also takes ample interest in effective implementation of policy and programs for 

the disadvantaged groups. The Equal Opportunity Cell has introduced many programs keeping in 

mind the objective of helping out the students from disadvantaged groups such as English Language 

Proficiency Class, Coaching Classes for Entry into Services, free Computer Course and Soft Skills 

Course for a period of three months in collaboration with NIELIT, Tripura. The Cell also takes the 

opportunity to guide students in availing of various scholarships. 

 

Reservation Cell: 

The Cell is responsible for ensuring effective implementation of the reservation in admission of the 

students and the recruitment of teaching and non-teaching staff at various levels, allotment of staff 

quarters, hostels etc. The main objective of providing reservation for Scheduled Castes, Scheduled 

Tribes and Other Backward Communities (Non-Creamy layer category) in Government services 

and admission of students is to improve their social and educational status so that they can take 

their rightful place in the mainstream of the society.

Biological Sciences, Departments of Natural Sciences, Departments of Engineering and 

Technology, Departments of Social Sciences, Departments of Languages and Creative Arts, 

Departments of Economics, Management and Law, and Departments of Education.  

 

Teaching and research are also carried out in several centres. These are: Bamboo Cultivation and 

Resource Utilization Centre, Centre for Studies in Social Exclusion and Inclusive Policies, and 

Women’s Studies Centre.  

 

University also runs Under-graduate programs in skill development through (1) B.Voc.in Rubber 

Technology and (2) B.Voc.in Film and Video Production. These B. Voc. programs were started in 

2015-16. 

 

Integrated Master Degree Programme is offered in some subjects like Humanities (Bengali, 

English, and Hindi), Social Sciences (History, Political Science, Philosophy, and Economics), 

Mathematics and Statistics as well.  

 

Along with the regular mode of courses, the University also runs Masters, Bachelors and Certificate 

courses in the open and distance learning mode through Directorate of Distance Education. The 

Directorate of Distance Education offers MA in Political Science, Education and Bengali, BA 

programme (Pass course) and a six month Certificate Course in Human Rights.  

 

The University has NET Coaching Centre and National Service Scheme (NSS). The NET coaching 

cell operates under Equal Opportunity Cell.

The Department of Botany received both SAP from UGC and FIST grant from DST. Thus they 

have well-equipped laboratories. There is research collaboration between this Department and 

IISER, Pune. The young Department of Forestry and Biodiversity has so far graduated 57 MSc 

students, most of them are absorbed in the local academic and research institutions. The DBT 

sponsored State Biotech Hub runs under the aegis of the Department of Human Physiology. This 

hub was formally inaugurated by Honourable Dr. Harsh Bardhan, the Minister of Science and 

Technology and Earth Sciences, in September 2015.  

 

The Department of Microbiology has increased its activities manifold in 2015. Two patent 

applications have been filed from this Department. Several collaborations with both academia and 

industrial research centres have been started. With the help of the faculties of the Department of 

Microbiology, a MoU was signed between Tripura University and a private industry (Biostadt India 

Ltd., Mumbai) in May 2015 for the first time. 

 

Bioinformatics Centre funded by DBT, New Delhi was established in 2008 in Tripura University 

under the Supervision of Professor S. Banik, the then Head, Department of Zoology. At some 

period the Bioinformatics Centre was handed over to Dr S. Basak, Coordinator of the Centre & 

Head-in-Charge, Department of Molecular Biology & Bioinformatics. One patent is being filed by 

the Department of Molecular Biology & Bioinformatics recently. 

The faculty members of the Department of Pharmacy are active in the Innovation Club that was 

inaugurated by Honourable President of India in 2013 during his visit to Tripura University. Dr. K. 

Manna of the Department of Pharmacy attended the Innovation Workshop organized in the 

Rashtrapati Bhavan, New Delhi frequently on behalf of the Innovation Club.  

 

The Department of Zoology has achieved several milestones in research and developments in 

different areas of Zoology such as freshwater Zooplankton, Insects (butterfly), earthworms etc. The 

researchers of the department carried out Ex-situ experiments on successful Captive Breeding 

technology with some particular Cat fish species like Ompok bimaculatus and Ompok pabo as well. 

Artificial fertilization technology with these two particular cat fish species are being done which is 

first of its kind in North-East India in general and Tripura in particular. In recent period the 

department has also achieved successful result on  Ex-situ experimental studies with Chitala chitala

which is also first of its kind in North-East India in general and Tripura in particular. The 

department has also achieved studies on DNA sequence of Ompok pabo for the first time. Apart 

from these studies works are also being made with some mammalian species. Spectroscopic 

analysis of chorionic proteins of egg shell of two grasshopper species was reported. The faculties 

also developed a Standardization of vermi-composting technology in the conditions of North-East.

A few facts about the various Departments of Natural Sciences are given below: 
 

The Department of Chemistry is actively involved in innovative research activities since its 

inception, and activity have enhanced to a great extent in the recent past due to the financial 

assistance from different funding agencies as major research projects to the faculty members. 

Department of Science and Technology, Government of India has recently (January 2016) 

sanctioned an amount of Rs. 1.98 crores to the department for purchase of a 400 MHz NMR under 

the FIST Programme (Level1). The Department of Geography and Disaster Management has also 

received two major research projects of Rs. 1,17,69,275 from the Ministry of Earth Science and 

ICSSR in 2015-16.  
 

In the Department of Mathematics pioneering research work is done on the topics of fuzzy sets, 

rough sets and their practical applications. The faculty members of this Department are the major 

force behind the Tripura Mathematical Society, an organization that is very active in promoting 

studies in mathematical subjects throughout the State of Tripura.  
 

In the Department of Physics, the main thrusts areas of research are in atmospheric physics, thin 

films, nanoscience, and condensed matter physics. They have collaborations with SAMMEER and 

ISRO for their projects. At present the department is running research projects of Rs 718.05 lakhs 

including financial support from FIST program of DST, Govt. of India. Average impact factor of 

research publications published by departmental faculty member is 2.3.  
 

The young Department of Statistics has a strong relation with the Indian Statistical Institute, 

Kolkata.

A few facts about these engineering departments are given below: 

 

These departments are trying to combine teaching and research together even though there is a 

shortage of senior faculty members. The PhD programs in these departments started only in 2013 

taking help from the faculty members from the departments of Natural Sciences and several other 

universities such as Jadavpur University, Calcutta University and Visva Bharati. 

 

The research interests in the Department of Computer Science and Engineering are in wireless 

networks and image processing, esp. medical image processing. Detection of breast cancer in 

women through pattern recognition is an important project. Other projects are on effects of fog and 

aerosols on image transmission, automated face recognition, automated recognition of pain, 

wireless sensor networks, etc. The PG students of this Department actively participated in creating 

awareness about the menace of breast cancer amongst the nearby villages adopted by Tripura 

University. There are collaborative projects with SAMMEER (DeitY), DBT and Agartala Medical 

College. 

 

The faculty members and students of Electrical Engineering Department work on advanced areas 

such as renewable energy, power system stability, smart grid, digital control and chaos based 

optical communication, sensor and system, EMI/ EMC etc. 

 

The Department of Information Technology runs the MCA programme. This department also 

teaches the computer foundation courses to the students of all other departments of the university 

under the CBCS curriculum developed in 2015.

All these departments are involved with the study of literature and culture of Tripura and north-east 

India. In the department of Bengali, faculty and scholars study the folklore of north-east as well as 

the literature of several prominent Bengali writers. The departments of English and Hindi are 

involved with translation from Bengali and Kokborok into English or vice-versa. The department of 

English has developed ties with publishers such as National Book Trust of India and Sage 

publishers. These publishers have conducted workshops on book publishing to impart skills to the 

students of the department. 

 

The Department of Fine Arts offers PhD and Masters Degree in Fine Arts on the specializations of 

Drawing & Painting, Modelling & Sculpture and Doctoral programs. An Annual Art Exhibition is 

held every year in this department to develop the professional activities among the students.  Every 

year, the skilled students are receiving invitation from different organizations like Lalit Kala 

Akademi, Srimanta Sankardeva Kalakshetra and renowned art galleries to perform and present their 

artworks.  

 

The Department of Hindi conducts several workshops throughout the year. One of the most 

interesting workshops was on “Sanskritik Rashtravad aur Muktibodh”. 

 

The Department of Kokborok started from the session 2015-16. The vision of the Department is to 

take up research on Kokborok language and literature and to document endangered languages of 

Tripura. The languages and literatures of other tribal languages of Tripura will also be given thrust. 

At the same time emphasis is given on doing comparative research on Kokborok and sister 

languages such as Bodo, Garo, Dimasa, Rabha, Tiwa etc. This department has become one of the 

most sought-after department for master studies. 

 

The Department of Music of Tripura University is the only department in the entire NER of India 

which offers P.G degrees in Music (Vocal) and Dance (Kathak). The department is connected to 

most of the prestigious Institutions of the country such as Delhi University, Benaras Hindu 

University, Rabindra Bharati University, Punjab University, Indira Kala Sangeet Biswavidyalaya 

etc in various areas of academics. Faculties, students and accompanies of department of music are 

enthusiastic participants of almost all cultural functions, including annual cultural function Udbhas 

organized in Tripura University. 
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The Department of Sanskrit is active in promoting Sanskrit grammar and literature not only in the 

University but in the entire state. 

The Department of Linguistics and Tribal Languages has started its journey from the session 2016-

17. The department imparts knowledge of contemporary theories and methods of Linguistics to 

students and promotes research on languages of India with special reference to tribal languages. 

Topics of teaching include traditional areas of linguistics, languages of South-Asian families with 

special focus on Tibeto-Burman family, and endangered languages. Areas of research include 

historical linguistics, languages of Dravidian and Tibeto-Burman families, phonology, morphology, 

semantics, sociolinguistics, syntax, and translation. The department is actively engaged in field 

work and language documentation related to languages of Bodo-Garo-Koch and Kuki-Chin-Naga 

subgroups of Tibeto-Burman language family.

Post Graduate Diploma (PGD) in Bamboo Cultivation and Resource Utilization (BCRU) 

The Centre for Bamboo Cultivation and Resource Utilization was established in 2006 with financial 

support from National Council of Rural Institutes, MHRD, Government of India and Tripura 

University. The vision of the centre is to motivate and impart knowledge and skill on bamboo 

curriculum to students of Northeast India. One year PGD course of two semesters at the centre is a 

unique endeavour of its kind for generation of self–employment to youths of this region and also 

promote local traditions of bamboo handicrafts. The centre also offers an elective paper of two 

credits to main streams of Arts, Commerce, and Science students of this University.  BCRU centre 

has also developed a bamboosetum (Bamboo Garden) rich with 31 species of Northeast India to 

promote research and development in bamboo cultivation and germplasm conservation. 

 

Centre for Study of Social Exclusion and Inclusive Policy 

The vision of this teaching-cum-research centre is to pursue the Indian constitutional objective. The 

centre is working for developing the understanding of the nature, extent, and forms of social 

exclusion, discriminations at an empirical level and formulating policies for protecting the rights of 

marginalized section people like ST,SC,OBC and minorities. The centre is a pioneer in introducing 

PGDTES course in NE region. The activities of the centre are well appreciated by UGC-NAAC, 

ICSSR-MHRD of the Government of India. 

 

Women's Studies Centre 

The Women's Studies Centre, Tripura University is a UGC sponsored scheme, established in the 

year 2011. In order to fulfil the criteria of phase I, Women’s Studies Centre, Tripura University 

followed the guide lines of Development of Women’s Studies in Indian Universities and Colleges, 

in the eleventh plan of UGC. Following the guidelines of UGC, Women’s Studies Centre, and 

Tripura University have extensively worked on independent research, legal advocacy, 

documentation, training and extension programme. Through its activities, the centre has tried to 

generate awareness about the role of women in society and civilization as a whole, by conducting 

various seminars, workshops and interaction programs, the centre assess women's contribution to 

the social processes and find out women's own perception of their lives, the broader social reality 

and their struggles and aspirations. Within its research activities, WSC attempt to assess the roots 

and structures of inequality in the society and facilitate research in areas relating to women and 

gender studies with special emphasis on issues related to women in Tripura. Engaged in carrying 

out these activities, the centre is now empowered to act as full-fledged research centre. We hope the

B. Voc in Film and Video Production 

The B. Voc Film and Video Production course was launched in the year 2015. It is a skill based 

course.  This course is equivalent to a bachelor degree. The course is approved by the UGC and 

National Skill Development Corporation (NSDC). Media and Entertainment Skill Council (MESC) 

is the sector skill council for this programme. The course is designed to impart hands-on training to 

students in the field of film making and video production. The course structure emphasizes on both 

theoretical and practical aspects of film and video production. The primary goal of the course is to 

prepare skilled personnel by providing them with the desired level of competence required to get an 

entry to film industries. Moreover, students can opt for higher studies in film production and 

appreciation courses such as film studies once they complete their B.Voc Degree. In addition, the 

course is very flexible in nature with multiple points of entry and exits. Students can opt out of this 

course after completion of one year of joining, with a Diploma in Film and Video Production. 

Those who opt out after completing two years will be awarded with an Advanced Diploma in Film 

and Video Production, and only after the completion of three years, the students will be awarded 

with B. Voc in Film and Video Production which is equivalent to a bachelor degree. Along with 

this, the students are also certified by the Media and Entertainment Skill Council for various 

Qualification Packs (QPs) with their associative job roles for getting employment in the media and 

entertainment sectors.  

Course Objectives: 

• To prepare the students to undertake film making as a profession and source of employment. 

• To provide hands on training to the students with the art of film making. 

• To impart skills those are necessary to get an entry to film industries. 

• To establish a liaison among academia, industry, and institutions engaged in this profession 

through industrial training and institutional collaborations.  

 

B. Voc in Rubber Technology 

The B. Voc Rubber Technology program has been launched by Tripura University in 2015. It is an 

application oriented skill based program.  This course is equivalent to a bachelor degree. The course 

has been started by National Skill Development Council (NSDC) and is organized by Rubber Skill 

Development Council (RSDC).  

It is designed to impart hands-on training to students starting from latex collection, preservation, 

rubber sheet preparation to the testing of latex, rubbers, and chemicals related to rubber industry. 

The course emphasizes on both theoretical and practical aspects of rubber technology. The primary 

objective of the course is to prepare skilled personnel by providing them with the desired level of 

competencies required to get an entry into rubber and related industries.  

Moreover, students can opt for higher studies in Rubber and Polymer Technology and in allied 

branches like, Materials Science, Paints, Adhesive Technology, and Nano Technology after 

completion of this course. 
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In addition, the course is very flexible. Students can opt out of the course after completion of one 

year of joining, with a Diploma in Rubber Technology. Those who opt out after completing two 

years will be awarded with an Advanced Diploma in Rubber Technology and after the completion 

of three years, the students would be awarded with B. Voc in Rubber Technology which is 

equivalent to a bachelor degree.

The Centre was inaugurated by Prof. Amiya Kumar Bagchi, the 

Hon’ble Chancellor, Tripura University on 12.4.2011. The collaboration of NMM and MRC & 

MCC, TU has advanced efforts in the entire Tripura state protecting old manuscripts. The 

collaboration also promises a more intense coordination between the scientific community and 

manuscriptologists, to bring forth better technological tools and techniques to decipher, search, and 

retrieve the knowledge stored in these rare scriptures. Myriad hidden facts lies in the manuscripts. 

Besides urban area, a chunk of rare manuscripts are still with people in villages of the State. Though 

people worship them, they are not aware of their importance and conservation aspects.  

To reach out to such people, steps have been initiated by the MRC & MCC here in Tripura through 

Workshops, Seminars, Awareness Programmes and Public Lectures. At rural workshops and 

awareness programmes, the instructors from the centre would teach owners of manuscript collection 

the basics of threading, tying, cleaning, oiling and wrapping of the rare documents in practically 

possible ways. The MRC & MCC not only find the ways to locate, catalogue, preserve these 

Manuscripts, but also enhance access and spread awareness about it. The centre is trying to inform 

the people of entire Tripura state the necessity of preserving these age old manuscripts. If we 

preserve those valuable manuscripts, it may help us to discover precious historical facts of Tripura. 

Last but not the least, these efforts of MRC & MCC make help to inculcate a sense of responsibility 

in society toward our rich past.

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Bioinformatics Centre 

With the financial support of DBT, New Delhi, Bioinformatics Centre was established in the year 

2008 in Tripura University under the Supervision of Professor S. Banik, Principal Investigator of 

the project & the then Head, Department of Zoology. As per sanction of DBT, New Delhi the basic 

objectives of the Centre were to develop knowledge and research on “Establishment of 

Bioinformatics Infrastructure facilty”.

Later on, the 

Bioinformatics Centre was handed over to Dr S. Basak, Department of Molecular Biology &

Biotech Hub 

DBT sponsored State Biotech Hub was inaugurated by Honourable Dr. Harsh Bardhan, the Minister 

of Science and Technology and Earth Sciences, in September 2015. This Hub has been extending  

training program in different areas of Biotechnology.

Tripura University Library 

1. Central Library: An Overview 

The Calcutta University Post Graduate Centre (CUPGC), Agartala, Tripura was converted into 

Tripura University (State) on October 2,  1987 and was awarded the status of Central University on 

July 2, 2007. To meet the needs of its students, academics and research scholars of all disciplines 

the university houses one of the best library systems in Tripura. The Central Library has developed 

a lot and claims to be one of the richest academic libraries in the State. The Central Library acts as a 

crucial resource and learning centre of the University to meet the information needs of its clientele 

for the growth and development of the University. Ever since its inception, the Central Library has 

been relentlessly striving to be learner-friendly and has registered huge success in the realm of the 

collection, organization, information dissemination, and sharing of knowledge. 

2. Library Vision 

• Build reference collections to support teaching, learning and research. 

• Provide access to local, national and international information resources 

• Preserve the rare and special collections on Tripura and North East region 
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3. Layout of the library 
The main library is situated at the centre of the campus and is easily accessible. The library is 

constructed in three floors with the total space size 5415 sq.mts. At present, it is utilizing 2715 

sq.mts for its regular operations. Total seating capacity of the Library is 250.

4. Working Hours 
The library timings are fixed considering the need of the students. The library extends its service 

hours during examination time based on the request from students and faculty.

5. Library Users 
The library offers its services to faculty, students, research scholars, and non- teaching staff. The 

library now extended its service to Guests also by charging a nominal fee of Rs 150 per week. The 

membership of the library for the year 2017-18 is 2967. This includes 2504 Students, 173 Research 

Scholars, 164 Faculty, and 126 Non-teaching staff.  

6. Branch Libraries 
The Library has two branch libraries to cater to the needs of specialized requirements of the users. 

I. One library located at the School of Management Building within Tripura University campus 

which has the collection of 3264 books mainly on management, Law and Journalism and mass 

communication subject. 

II. The other library is located at City Centre, Gandhighat, Agartala to meet the needs of the 

students of the NET coaching Centre, Centre for Gandhian Studies and Centre for Kokborok 

languages with the collection of 1047 books. 
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7. Library Collections 
The Library has a wide variety of collections. Over the years, the Library has built good reference 

collections on Tripura and its culture. The library is also having special collections on and by a few 

prominent leaders. 

 

7.1 Print resources 
a)  The total number of books accessioned including reference books in the library as per the 

Accession register as on Jun 2018 is 137378. Total 2194 books were added during the financial 

year 2017-18. 

b) The library has subscribed 69 print periodicals on different disciplines. It also subscribes to22 

magazines and 17 leading newspapers. 

c)  The library has more than 400 theses and dissertations and about 1060 bound volume 

collections. 

 

7.2 Digital and Online resources 
a)  The Library has around 1197 CD/DVDs which came along with the print books. 

b)  The Library has procured 30907 e-books from 10 different publishers on various subjects. 

c)  The University is accessing e-Journals from 14 online databases subscribed through e-

ShodhSindhu, INFLIBNET and 05 online databases subscribed through Tripura University 

from different publishers. 

 

8. Library Staff 
There is a total of 25 staff in the library which includes 13 library professionals, 01 Information 

Scientist and 11 non- library professionals. 
 

9. Library Automation 

The Central Library is using open source Integrated Library Management Software-KOHA for its 

in-house operations. The library is managing the whole operation through KOHA for facilitating 

circulation, cataloguing, acquisition, serial control, OPAC and other activities of the library. The 

library is using open source software Vufind and J-Gate for the federated search facility.  

 

The library is also having a well-designed website to showcase its online and print resources. The 

website also provides the general details like rules and regulations of the library; library opening 

hours, library services and staff contact details. 

 

10. Resource Sharing and participation in Consortia 
The Central Library, Tripura University is one of the core members of INFLIBNET where it 

subscribes 14 online databases through e-ShodhSindhu. The Library has also initiated the 

digitization of its thesis collection. Since it is the biggest academic library in the state and has 

special collection on Tripura, the research scholars from other academic institutions and universities 

frequently visit the library for learning, research as well as teaching.

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Computer Centre 

A Computer Centre was established in 1992 to facilitate a common computational resource centre 

for the academic programs as well as for maintenance of other computing resources in Tripura 

University. Over the years the University has grown substantially in terms of departments and 

academic programs as well as in infrastructure. The Computer Centre has implemented a campus 

LAN with optical fibre backbone connecting the academic as well as administrative departments 

spread over the University campus. Internet connectivity is provided throughout the campus. It 

coordinates computing works like students’ registration, result publication work. It also conducts 

training program on Computer and Information Technology. In the Computer Centre, practical 

classes are held for some of the Departments. The Computer Centre maintains one Central network 

Server Room. It maintains five Computer Centres spread over Library building, Academic building-

II, Academic building-VI, Academic building–X and Academic building-XI. The Computer Centre 

introduced Internet facility through wi-fi access points which are installed in almost all Academic 

Buildings to enable students to access Internet through their personal laptops and mobile phones 

which are registered in the Computer Centre. Computer Centre provides Internet ID to 

Students,teachers and staff to access Internet through Wired LAN network.The Computer Centre 

conducts counciling program for students and teachers on online courses devolped by MHRD using 

SWAYAM and NPTEL. 

 

University Health Centre  

The Tripura University has a Health Centre to provide basic out-patient department (OPD) and 

observation facility and has been established to look after healthcare needs of students, research 

scholars, staff members, officers, faculty members and their families. The Tripura University 

Health Centre also attends to patients coming from adjoining areas providing them with medicine 

and urgent treatment in case of emergency. 

The Health Centre is equipped with oxygen (using oxygen concentrator), nebulizer, sterilizer and 

other basic equipments that are essential for primary healthcare. 

The Tripura University Health Centre is open from morning until night for providing healthcare. 

Two medical officers and two nurses provide their regular services at the Health Centre instilling 

confidence in the university family.

Faculty Development Centre, Tripura University 

Introduction: 

The Ministry of Human Resource Development, Government of India has approved a Faculty 

Development Centre in Tripura University under the scheme of Pandit Madan Mohan Malaviya 

National Mission on Teachers and Teaching (PMMMNMTT) and accordingly a Faculty 

Development Centre has been established in the Tripura University in the year 2016.

November 1 to 30, 2017 

 

The Faculty Development Centre (FDC), Tripura University has organised it’s first “Induction 

Training of Faculty Programme in Universities / Colleges / Institutes”, during November 1 to 30, 

2017. Out of the 12 modules approved by the Pandit Madan Mohan Malaviya National Mission on 

Teachers and Teaching (PMMMNMTT) Scheme, Ministry of Human Resource Development, 

Department of Higher Education, Govt. of India, following 7 modules were included in the 

programme. 

(a) University Structure and Functioning 

(b) Curriculum Design and Content Development 

(c) Teaching and Learning Methods 

(d) ICT: Effective use of Technology for teaching, learning and evaluation    

(e) E-Content Development and MOOCs 

(f) Academic Leadership

The notification along with the format for application was uploaded in the Tripura University 

website as well as the same was circulated to different colleges and Universities, mostly the North 

Eastern Region. 

A total of 37 applicants were selected for participation, out of which 36 participated. The 

programme started on November 1, 2017 and was inaugurated by Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor, Tripura 

University. Out of 36 participants, 21 participants were from different affiliated colleges under 

Tripura University, one from the State of Manipur and the rest of the 14 participants were from 

different post graduate departments of Tripura University. 

A total of 43 resource persons delivered lectures in the programme. This includes 14 persons from 

different organisations outside the Tripura University were invited for delivering lectures.
