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About Tripura University 
 

Tripura University took off as a State University on 2 October 1987 and was converted into a 
Central University on 2 July 2007 under an Act of Parliament to establish a teaching and affiliating 
university in the state of Tripura and to provide for matters connected therewith or incidental 
thereto. The kings of Tripura, since 1947 onwards, guided by a zeal for education and inspired by a 
vision to excel, established many colleges in this green hilly state affiliating them to Calcutta 
University. But the geographic distance from the University of Calcutta being a formidable 
deterrent, it was virtually impossible on the part of a large number of poor students of Tripura to 
continue further studies after graduation since postgraduate education within Tripura was not yet 
initiated. The political history of Tripura since 1960s, replete with student movements, had 
consistently harped on the demand for expansion of opportunities for higher education and 
setting up of Tripura's own university. As a consequence, the Calcutta University authority agreed 
to offer post-graduate classes in History, Mathematics, and Economics at the MBB College campus 
and the University Grants Commission (UGC) formally recognized the Calcutta University Post 
Graduate Centre (CUPGC) in 1976. But the dream for a full-fledged University within the state was 
yet to be fulfilled and student movements gradually gathered momentum for a separate university 
for the higher education of its students.  For a decade, the CUPGC with all its limitations 
functioned as the highest centre of learning in the state, operating from various scattered old 
government buildings at College Tilla, Agartala. In spite of severe financial constraints, land for a 
new campus was selected by the state government for the CUPGC in a green 75-acre, semi-urban 
setting on the National Highway at Suryamaninagar, about 9 kms south of the capital city Agartala. 
With the aim of setting up a full-fledged University at that location in near future, the foundation-
stone was laid at Suryamaninagar campus on 18thDecember, 1985 by Dasaratha Deb, the 
legendary leader of the historic Janasiksha (People's Education) movement and the-then Deputy 
Chief Minister and Education Minister of Tripura. Taking into consideration the long-cherished 
demands of the student-community and the growing aspirations of the people at large and also 
acknowledging the present and future needs of education in the state, the State Government took 
the initiative to pass the Tripura University Act in the Assembly in 1987 and finally the first 
University in the state came into being. This was indeed a dream come true. After its up-gradation 
to a Central University, the overall development of Tripura University has been conspicuous by all 
round efforts undertaken to strengthen the infrastructural facilities and academic acumen. 
 
Tripura University is accredited by NAAC in Grade B with CGPA of 2.63 on four-point scale. The 
University has also obtained recognition from AICTE, NCTE and similar other apex bodies for 
offering academic courses.  
 
At present the number of colleges affiliated to the university is 49, consisting 25 general degree 
colleges, and 24 professional colleges.  
 
The University offered 50 different courses under its Science, Arts and Commerce Faculty, during 
the academic year 2018-19 out of which 40 courses of Post Graduate Level (Botany, Forestry & 
Biodiversity, Human Physiology, Microbiology, Molecular Biology & Bioinformatics, Pharmacy, 
Zoology, Chemistry, Geography and Disaster Management, Mathematics, Physics, Statistics 
Computer Science & Engineering Electrical Engineering, Information Technology, Electronics & 
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Communication Engineering, Material Science & Engineering, Chemical and Polymer Engineering, 
Library and Information Science, History, Journalism and Mass Communication, Philosophy, 
Political Science, Psychology, Sociology, Bengali, English, Fine Arts, Hindi, Kokborok, Music, 
Sanskrit, Linguistics & Tribal Languages, Business Management, Commerce, Economics, Law, Rural 
Studies, Education and  Physical Education), 2 courses of Degree Level (B. Voc. in Film & Video 
Production and B.Voc in Rubber Technology), 7 Diploma Level Courses (Bamboo Cultivation & 
Resource Utilization, Tribal Language, Women’s Studies, Finance & Taxation, Tribal & Ethnic 
Studies, PGDT (H) and PG Diploma B.Lib.I.Sc. and a five years Integrated Master’s Degree were  
offered . In addition to these, 42 PhD programs in all the Post Graduate subjects and diploma 
courses in the 2 centres i.e. CSSEIP and Women’s Studies were also offered. 
 

Location, Climate and Connectivity 
Located in the green picturesque state of Tripura, whose undulating topography comprises of low 
lying hills shrouded with dense vegetation cover and interspersed with meandering rivers, rivulets 
and streams, the sprawling green campus of the university is an eye-catcher. Situated in West 
Tripura District about 9 km away from the City of Agartala and 24 km from Agartala Airport 
(Singerbill Airport), Tripura University is easily accessible by road. 
 
The state is well connected with Guwahati, Silchar and Shillong by road. A daily bus service from 
Kolkata to Agartala through Bangladesh has also taken off, for which a transit visa is needed. 
Agartala is also directly connected to Guwahati, Kolkata and other North-eastern cities and with 
other metros via Guwahati or Kolkata by air route. The earlier meter gauge railway line connecting 
Agartala to Lumding and Guwahati has been upgraded to broad gauge. Of late Rajdhani Express 
has also been introduced connecting Tripura to New Delhi and the rest of India. The average 
temperature of Agartala in summer is about 300C and in winter, about 150C. 
 

Facilities and Services 
 

University Library : 

The Calcutta University Post Graduate Center (CUPGC), Agartala, Tripura was converted into the 
Tripura University (State) on 2nd October, 1987 and was awarded the status of Central University 
on 2nd July, 2007. The main library is situated at the center of the campus and is easily accessible. 
The library is constructed in three floors with the total space size 5415 sq.mts. At present, it is 
utilizing 2715 sq.mts for its regular operations. Total seating capacity of the Library is 250.The 
library has well equipped Online and Audio Video browsing Center in the first floor where people 
can access the internet and library-subscribed online resources. They can also access CD/DVDs of 
the library. The library is opened on all the days except National and Other University holidays. On 
the weekdays it remains open from 9:30 AM to 8:00PM, and on Saturday and Sunday the working 
period is from 11:00AM to 4:00PM. The library has well-qualified staff which includes Library 
Professionals, Information Scientist and office staff. 
 
The library has wide range of collections which includes print books, print Journals, CD/DVDs, 
Thesis/Dissertation, reports, newspapers, e-journals and e-books into it. The users of the library 
are having access to more than 30,000 e-books, 14 online database through e-ShodhSindu and 5 
e-databases from Tripura University covering financial statistics, Government reports, Company 
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profiles, Abstracts and metadata of more than one lakh e-books. The library has special collections 
on Tripura and North-East culture. It also has good collections on few eminent personalities like 
Swami Vivekananda, Rabindranath Tagore, Subhas Chandra Bose and Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel.  
The library building has well-equipped conference and exhibition hall. The whole building is Wi-Fi 
enabled. The basic facilities like Air-conditioner, restrooms and drinking water facility are provided 
on each floor.  

The Central Library, Tripura University strictly follows the copyright and anti-plagiarism policies. It 
offers the users free plagiarism check services. Apart from this, the library offers the Reference 
Service, Lending Service, Document Delivery Service, Reprographic Service, News Paper Clipping 
Service, and New Arrival Alert Service to its users. 

The Library has two branch libraries to cater to the needs of specialized requirements of the users. 
One library is located at the School of Management Building within Tripura University campus and 
the other at City Center, Gandhighat, Agartala to meet the needs of the students of the NET 
coaching center.  

The Library conducts three kinds of user orientation program, the first is General Awareness 
Program conducted every Thursday inside the library. Anyone can attend this program. The 
second one is the subject/department specific program conducted on demand from the 
departments. The third one focusing on research is conducted in collaboration with some external 
agency or institute.  
 

Computing Facilities : 

Tripura University takes proper measures to provide all possible computing facilities to the 
students, scholars and faculty. There are 5 general computer centres and 9 departmental 
computer centres with approximately 400 desktop computers. The computer centres are 
accessible to the students, research scholars and faculty during the University working hours for 
optimal utilization. Lab classes of Computer Skill-I and II are conducted in the above computer 
centers. For better access internet facility is available in all departments, centres, offices, hostels 
and staff quarters 24x7. Wi-Fi facility has also been made available for mobile phones and laptops 
in the central library, Guest house and all the departments. To work at times of power-cut, high 
capacity central UPSs are installed in most of the departments and offices for providing back-up 
during power failures. 
 

Central Instrumentation Centre : 
Tripura University has established Central Instrumentation Centre to facilitate the Researchers of 
this University as well as Researchers from other Universities and Institutions of North-East as well 
as other parts of India. While using this centre the Researchers from outside Tripura University 
may availed accommodation in the Tripura University Guest House.

Hostel Accommodation: 
Fully computerized internet enabled hostel facilities are provided to students from outside the 
state/country, remote parts of the region and economically backward classes. Presently, there are 
two hostels for women and gents with 60 and 110 seat capacities respectively. Two more hostel 
buildings having separate rooms and attached bathrooms with 50 seats capacity are available for 
research scholars. Common Rooms with various recreational facilities and reading rooms 
equipped with reading materials and magazines, news papers, T.V. etc. are also available in both 
the hostels. The hostel mess serves food to the boarders according to a prefixed menu determined 
by the boarders themselves. 
 

Health Services : 

Tripura University has its own Health Centre with two full time doctors (Male and Female), two 
nurses, a medical laboratory attendant and a female attendant to serve students, teachers, 
employees, officers, guests and their family members. A separate building has been allotted for 
this purpose where some beds with saline and oxygen facilities are available. Further, the 
University possesses an Ambulance with basic facilities in case of emergency to transfer patients 
to nearby hospitals. 
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Bank and Post Offices : 

The University caters adequately to the requirements of the students, scholars and faculty with in-
campus SBI branch and Post office during university hours. There are also two ATMs in the 
university campus. 
 

Games & Sports : 

The Sports Board of Tripura University came into existence in 2007. Every year various games & 
sports are conducted by Tripura University Sports Board.  Annual Sports Day is organized in which 
various outdoor sports like football, volleyball, Kabaddi and cricket etc and Indoor game 
competitions such as Table Tennis, Carom and chess etc are held. Every year the sports board 
organizes Inter College Tournaments in various categories as football, cricket, volleyball, Judo, 
Table Tennis and athletics among the different affiliated colleges under Tripura University and 
participates in East Zone/ All India Inter University competitions with university contingent.  
 
Placement Cell : 

The Tripura University Placement Cell was established on 27.10.2005. The Cell plays a vital role 
and is gradually becoming a key cell of the University. The competition for employment is 
increasing every day and the task of placement is becoming a challenging one. The Placement Cell 
ensures and takes care to provide the best arrangements and hospitality for the visiting company 
officials and facilitates campus recruitment drives. It is relevant to mention here that the alumni of 
Tripura University occupy top positions in business, industry, R&D and academics in India and 
abroad and serve as the brand ambassadors of the alma mater.  
 
The Placement Cell performs the following activities round the year :  

1. Organizing various development activities that help in personality grooming of the 
students and provides them platforms to express themselves and enhance their soft skills. 

2.  Arranging winter/summer training for students. 

3.  Offering coaching classes for entry into services (for TPSC, Banks, Railway and other 
competitive examinations) for SC/ST/PH/OBC (Non-Creamy Layer) and minority students in 
collaboration with Equal Opportunity Cell, TU. 

4.  Inviting various organizations for campus recruitment.

Canteen : 
Tripura University has a central canteen that offers various food items at a moderate rate, ranging 
from heavy lunch to light snacks and beverages. Presently the canteen has been shifted to the 1st 
floor of the newly constructed parking building situated behind the Administrative Building. The 
canteen is fully air conditioned having a seating capacity of around 100 students at a time. The 
University canteen is open from 8 am to 10 pm on all days except University holidays. There are 
also canteens in Academic Building XI and in the main Administrative Building.  
 
NET Coaching Centre : 
With its launch in 2006, this Centre targeted to increase social capital in higher education from 
among the disadvantaged groups such as SC, ST, OBC (Non-Creamy) and the Minority. In Tripura 
the percentage of NET qualified candidates was very poor from these groups. Having had 
counselling/coaching from this Centre a considerable number of candidates have been successful 
in clearing NET in various subjects and many of them are now teaching in different colleges and 
universities. The Centre has implemented UGC prescribed syllabus on various subjects from both 
science and humanities. As per the UGC notifications courses were revised from time to time. In 
every session we offer over 3000+ Practice Questions with Solutions by Highly Experienced and 
NET Qualified Faculties.  Result oriented study material is also provided covering PAPER I, II & III 
respectively. 
 

NSS UNIT: 
NSS assists society by generating awareness and extending service. NSS Volunteers are stimulated 
to make changes through extension that result in more efficient production and marketing, 
conservation of natural resources, improved livelihood security, health and more satisfying family 
and community life. Extension work is at the lowest in hierarchy, but extremely broad based in 
usage. It is also extremely location specific and usually susceptible to outside criticism. Extension 
work is to help people understand themselves. 
 
The overall objective of NSS is to offer an extension of the academic activity of students and orient 
the student youth to community service. The educated youth who are expected to take the reins 
of administration in future are found to be unaware of the problems of the village / slum 
community and in certain cases are indifferent towards their needs and problems. Therefore, it is 
necessary to imbibe the social conscience of the students, and to provide them an opportunity to 
work with the people in the villages and slums.  
 

Equal Opportunity Cell (EOC) : 

Tripura University established an Equal Opportunity Cell on 3rdMarch 2010 to address issues 
related to SC/ST, the OBC (non-creamy layer), minorities and the physically challenged on a 
regular basis. The broad objective of the Cell is to provide the students belonging to any of these 
categories sufficient support so that they can successfully lead their lives. Specifically, the Cell 
provides support through various coaching schemes to enhance employability, language skills, 
social capability skills and various other skills to empower students from the disadvantaged 
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groups. Further, the Cell also takes ample interest in effective implementation of policy and 
programs for the disadvantaged groups. The Equal Opportunity Cell has introduced many 
programs keeping in mind the objective of helping out the students from disadvantaged groups 
such as English Language Proficiency Class, Coaching Classes for Entry into Services, free Computer 
Course and Soft Skills Course for a period of three months in collaboration with NIELIT, Tripura. 
The Cell also takes the opportunity to guide students in availing of various scholarships. 
 

Reservation Cell : 

The Cell is responsible for ensuring effective implementation of the reservation policy in admission 
of the students and the recruitment of teaching and non-teaching staff at various levels, allotment 
of staff quarters, hostels etc. The main objective of providing reservation for Scheduled Castes, 
Scheduled Tribes and Other Backward Communities (Non-Creamy layer category) in Government 
services and admission of students is to improve their social and educational status so that they 
can take their rightful place in the mainstream of the society.

i. Outbound Industrial Tour of the students of DoBM to Delhi NCR from 3/1/19 to 12/1/2019 

Innovative pedagogy of MBA curriculum of Tripura University has taken the students and 
faculty members beyond classrooms to the hotbed of industrial development of India.

The Quality Head of the company engaged in a candid interactive session with the students 
and threw some typical business problems before the students. Afterwards, the students 
went to other plants of Control Switch Gear Ltd (C&S) and Wipe India Automotive Ltd. The 
uniqueness of this programme is to support the students with real life exposure besides 
class room training. The blend of theory and practice is essential for a student to grow. This 
year the students are going to visit more companies like Global Autotech Pvt. Ltd., Oerlikon 
Graziano, Case New Holland Tractors, Subros Automotive and ABP News Network. The 
exposure to cutting edge technology and best practice approach perfectly blend with the 
theoretical underpinnings thus making the whole learning gamut a prospective one for the 
students as well as for the department which has become a beacon of the North East. 

ii. Local Industry Tour on 17/11/2018 
Department of Business Management, Tripura University (A Central University) organized 
one local industrial visit for the MBA 1st semester students on 17/11/2018 with financial 
aid from the university. The objective of the visit was to acquaint students with various 
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aspects of industrial working. This visit is a compulsory one having certain weight in exam 
performance based on presentation and report submission.

Major achievements/ Vision of the Department (300 words): 

Since independence, India has faced many problems and challenges in the process of attaining 
sustainable socio-economic development. It is a fact that India could tackle some of the major 
problems, especially of achieving self sufficiency in food production, Indian economy, as we know 
it today, presents a paradoxical picture of extremes. We might see a rosy picture showing rapid 
strides in space research, nuclear technologists constituting the third largest in the world after the 
developed countries, augmenting agricultural and industrial production, etc. On the other 
extreme, there is persistent poverty, hunger, malnutrition, high rates of illiteracy, growing 
unemployment, etc. People living in rural areas are economically backward and are deprived of 
basic facilities like health, education, transportation, communication and amenities like safe 
drinking water, food, clothing, shelter, etc. As a result most of them are prone to poverty, illiteracy 
ignorance and ill health. To address the problems of rural area a professional approach is very 
important against the traditional bureaucratic approach. Professionalism must become an integral 
part of rural development. In this direction the Tripura University launched the one year Post 
Graduate Diploma in Rural Development (PGDRD) in 2004, mainly to equip Rural Development 
Professionals. Subsequently PGDRD programme has been upgraded to a 2-year Master of Rural 
Management and Development (MRMD) programme in 2006. In 2013 department has started 
offering Ph. D. Programme, in which many research initiatives has been started. According to UGC 
guideline in 2017 the nomenclature of department became Rural Studies and the course name is 
Master in Rural Studies. To catter to the need of the Society, a Bachelors degree (Rural Studies 
under IMD, TU) has also been started in 2019. In the current year, department has taken up series 
of research Studies, seminar/workshop and symposiums, such as four workshops each 3 days for 
Gender Budgeting & Skill Development, 7 day’s faculty development course as “Nayee Talim” of 
education. It is the time to make Rural Development professionals to think globally and to act 
locally so as to ensure their intervention relevant, appropriate, latest, just and right.

The course is approved by the UGC and 
National Skill Development Corporation (NSDC). Media and Entertainment Skill Council (MESC) is 
the sector skill council for this programme. The course is designed to impart hands-on training to 
students in the field of film making and video production. The course structure emphasizes on 
both theoretical and practical aspects of film and video production. The primary goal of the course 
is to prepare skilled personnel by providing them with the desired level of competence required to 
get an entry to film industries. Moreover, students can opt for higher studies in film production 
and appreciation courses such as, film studies, once they complete their B.Voc degree. In addition, 
the course is very flexible in nature with multiple points of entry and exits. Students can opt out of 
this course after completion of one year of joining, with a Diploma in Film and Video Production. 
Those who opt out after completing two years will be awarded with an Advanced Diploma in Film 
and Video Production, and only after the completion of three years, the students will be awarded 
with B. Voc in Film and Video Production which is equivalent to a bachelor degree. Along with this, 
the students are also certified by the Media and Entertainment Skill Council for various 
Qualification Packs (QPs) with their associative job roles for getting employment in the media and 
entertainment sectors. This year, a good number of students have qualified for the QP-Script 
Researcher. The assessment test for Script Researcher was conducted by Media and 
Entertainment Skill Council (MESC) and B.Voc film and Video Production in Tripura University 
campus on 21st June 2016.

The 
rubber industry comprise of tyre and non-tyre industries with a turnover of Rs.63,000 crore in 
2011-12. The Indian rubber industry consists of around 6,000 units including large, medium and 
small industries. There is huge demand of skilled man power to serve these industries. So, keeping 
in mind the huge demand of skilled workers, Tripura University (A Central University) launched B.

The MRC & MCC came into being in the Department of History, Tripura University on 20th December, 2010 
after signing MOU with National Mission for Manuscripts, Ministry of Culture, Government of India, New 
Delhi. The Centre was inaugurated by Prof. Amiya Kumar Bagchi, the Hon’ble Chancellor, Tripura University 
on 12.4.2011. With the collaboration of NMM and MRC & MCC, TU has advanced efforts in the entire 
Tripura state protecting old manuscripts. The collaboration also promises a more intense coordination 
between the scientific community and manuscriptologists, to bring forth better technological tools and 
techniques to decipher, search, and retrieve the knowledge stored in these rare scriptures. Myriad hidden 
facts lie in the manuscripts. Besides urban area, a chunk of rare manuscripts are still with the people in the 
villages of the State. Though people worship them, they are not aware of their importance and 
conservation aspects. 

To reach out to such people, steps have been initiated by the MRC & MCC here in Tripura through 
Workshops, Seminars, Awareness Programmes and Public Lectures. At rural workshops and awareness 
programmes, the instructors from the centre teach owners of manuscript collection the basics of threading, 
tying, cleaning, oiling and wrapping of the rare documents in practically possible ways. The MRC & MCC not 
only find the ways to locate, catalogue, preserve these Manuscripts, but also enhance access to them and 
spread awareness about it. The centre is trying to inform the people of entire Tripura state the necessity of 
preserving these age old manuscripts. If we preserve these valuable manuscripts, it may help us to discover 
precious historical facts about Tripura. Last but not the least, these efforts of MRC & MCC shall help to 
inculcate a sense of responsibility in the society towards our rich past.

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Bioinformatics Centre 
 
With the financial support of DBT, New Delhi, Bioinformatics Centre was established in the year 
2008 in Tripura University under the Supervision of Professor S. Banik, Principal Investigator of the 
project & the then Head, Department of Zoology. As per sanction of DBT, New Delhi the basic 
objectives of the Centre were to develop knowledge and research on “Establishment of 
Bioinformatics Infrastructure Facility”. Since inception the Centre has been extending services for 
the promotion of Biology teaching through Bioinformatics (BTBI). A number of Seminars, 
Workshops etc has been organised by Bioinformatics Centre for the Researchers of the North-East.

1459 membership was registered during July 2018-June 2019. 2622 users visited the e-Library. 
Around 44000 users consulted the library during this period. Also, many prominent 
personalities visited the library in this period. 

 

6.  Branch Libraries 
• The Library has two branch libraries to cater to the needs of specialized requirements of 

the users. 
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• One of the library branches located in the School of Management Building, Tripura 
University campus which has a collection of 3264 books mainly on management, Law and 
Journalism and mass communication subject. 

• The other library is located at City Centre, Gandhighat, Agartala to meet the needs of the 
students of NET coaching Centre, Centre for Gandhian Studies and Centre for Kokborok 
languages with collection of 1047 books. 

 

7.  Library Collections 
The Library has a wide variety of collections. Over the years, the Library has built good 
reference collections on Tripura and its culture. The library also has special collections on and 
by a few prominent leaders. 

 

7.1. Print Resources 
• The total number of books accessioned in the library as per the Accession register 

as on June, 2019 is 140037. Total 2659 books were added during the period July 
2018 till June 2019. 

• The library has subscribed 60 print periodicals on different disciplines. It also 
subscribes to 20 magazines and 17 leading newspapers. 

• The library has more than 398 theses and 131 dissertations and about 1060 bound 
volume collections. 

 

7.2. Digital and Online Resources 

• The Library has around 1197 CD/DVDs which came along with the print books. 

• The Library has a collection of 30907 e-books from 10 different publishers on 
various subjects. The University is accessing 14 online databases through e-Shodh 
Sindhu, INFLIBNET. Tripura University has separately subscribed 05 online 
journal/databases from different publishers for its users. 

 

8. Library Staff 
There is a total of 26 staff in the library which includes 14 library professionals, 01 Information 
Scientist and 11 non- library professionals. 

 

9. Library Automation 
The Central Library is using open source Integrated Library Management Software-KOHA for its 
in-house operations. The library is managing the whole operation through KOHA for facilitating 
circulation, cataloguing, acquisition, serial control, OPAC and other activities of the library. The 
library is using open source software Vufind and J-Gate for the federated search facility.  
 
The library also has a well-designed website to showcase its online and print resources. The 
website also provides general details like rules and regulations of the library; library opening 
hours, library services and staff contact details. 

 

10. Resource Sharing and Participation in Consortia 

The Central Library, Tripura University is one of the core members of INFLIBNET where it is 
entitled to access 14 online journals/ databases through e-ShodhSindhu consortia. The Library 
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has also initiated the digitization of its thesis collection. Central Library has digitized and 
uploaded around 158 PhD thesis of Tripura University in the National Repository of PhD thesis 
called ShodhGanga hosted by INFLIBNET Centre. Since it is the biggest academic library in the 
state and has a special collection on Tripura, the research scholars from other academic 
institutions and universities frequently visit the library for learning, research as well as 
teaching

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Computer Centre 

A Computer Centre was established in 1992 to facilitate a common computational resource centre 
for the academic programs as well as for maintenance of other computing resources in Tripura 
University. Over the years the University has grown substantially in terms of departments and 
academic programs as well as in infrastructure. The Computer Centre has implemented a campus 
LAN with optical fibre backbone connecting the academic as well as administrative departments 
spread over the University campus. Internet connectivity is provided throughout the campus. It 
coordinates computing works like students’ registration, result publication work. It also conducts 
training program on Computer and Information Technology. In the Computer Centre, practical 
classes are held for some of the Departments. The Computer Centre maintains one Central 
network Server Room. It maintains five Computer Centres spread over Library building, Academic 
building-II, Academic building-VI, Academic building–X and Academic building-XI. The Computer 
Centre introduced Internet facility through Wi-Fi access points which are installed in almost all 
Academic Buildings to enable students to access Internet through their personal laptops and 
mobile phones which are registered in the Computer Centre. Computer Centre provides Internet 
ID to Students, teachers and staff to access Internet through Wired LAN network. The Computer 
Centre conducts counciling program for students and teachers on online courses developed by 
MHRD using SWAYAM and NPTEL. 

 

Health Centre 

The Tripura University has a Health Centre to provide basic out-patient department (OPD) and 
observation facility and has been established to look after healthcare needs of students, research 
scholars, staff members, officers, faculty members and their families. The Tripura University 
Health Centre also attends to patients coming from adjoining areas providing them with medicine 
and urgent treatment in case of emergency. 
 
The Health Centre is equipped with oxygen (using oxygen concentrator), nebulizer, sterilizer and 
other basic equipments that are essential for primary healthcare. 
 
The Tripura University Health Centre is open from morning until night for providing healthcare. 
Two medical officers and two nurses provide their regular services at the Health Centre instilling 
confidence in the university family. 
 

Sports Board 
 

“Tripura University Sports Board” was established in the year of 2007. After its establishment, it 
kept on growing gradually at a rapid speed. Sports Board promotes Games and Sports among the 
students and staff of the Institute. It has facility in terms of Football field, Volleyball, Handball, 
Netball, Basketball, Kho-Kho, and Kabaddi courts.

Bharat Summer Internship Programme where 15 villages were in tribal dominated area. 
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A report from the Field during execution of Swachha Bharat Summer Internship Programme 

(SBSIP): 

 
Information-Education-Communication activities 

Challenges Faced: 
Some houses were not welcoming and not co-operating. The villagers were surprised since 
they did not know about the Swachh Bharat and some villagers thought us to be child 
lifters. It was challenging and a great experience all together. 
 
Field Learning:  
In this project, we came to learn how people are still living without proper education and 
housing. We learned how humble they are inspite of their backwardness. We also learned 
how to be kind, humble and helpful to others. 
 
Solid Waste Management related activities 

Challenges Faced:  
Streets were too dirty so we took longer time than it was required. Vehicle passing by the 
road side disturbed our work and since there were not much people to help us, so we were 
tired. 
 
Field Learning: 
Through this work we learnt that we should keep our surroundings neat and clean. 
 
Support in Toilet Construction 

Challenges Faced: 
Construction of toilet was itself a challenge. During the construction, digging the pit was 
the most difficult task and we spent most of our time in digging. It is also difficult to get 
bamboos as some of the villagers did not want to contribute. 
 
Field Learning: 
During this project, we have learned several things like how toilet has been an important 
part of our day to day life. We learnt that toilet must be used to be effective in keeping our 
environment clean and preventing the spread of diseases. 
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Door-to-door meetings (sanitation/ hygiene/toilet usage/ hand wash) 

Brief Description: 
We took five days to complete our survey and in each house we spent 30 minutes and in 
some houses more than that. Some people had questions regarding our survey and in some 
houses there was no proper sanitation system. 
 
Methodology: 
Firstly, we introduced ourselves to them and told them about our project. Secondly, we 
listed their names and how many family members are there. Thirdly, we counseled them 
regarding cleanliness. Fourthly, we asked what problems they were facing. 
 
Helping in construction of toilets 

Brief Description: 
The school gave us a place to build toilet. We collected some of the left over tins and toilet 
plates from the school and constructed toilet. Some students helped us in constructing. 
We used choppers for cutting bamboo. The school also provides us water to drink and they 
cooperated with us a lot. 
 
Methodology: 
Firstly, we collected all the materials that are required for the construction of toilet. 
Secondly, we dug the pit by using spade. Thirdly, for pillars we used bamboos. Fourthly, we 
used tins for making roof, walls and doors. Finally, we also used nails and hammer for 
construction. 
 
Street Cleaning- Drain Cleaning- Cleaning of back alleys 

Brief Description: 
We spent 25 hours for cleaning street, school compound and burnt the non-biodegradable 
waste of the street. We also cleaned the bushes near the street to widen the road. 
 
Methodology: 
Firstly, we used hard brooms to sweep the road. Secondly, we used choppers to cut the 
bushes nearby the street. Thirdly, dustbin to collect wastes. Fourthly, match box for 
burning wastes. 
 
Apart from the above mentioned programme under Swachha Bharat summer Internship 
Programme, the volunteers of Semester-II, Semester-IV, and IMD of Various Departments have 
extensively worked in the University and outside the University.
